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The Sportivate & Satellite Club Awards 2016
In October 2016 Sport England will hold the fifth annual Sportivate Awards alongside the third annual Satellite Club Awards. These awards will recognise the projects that are making sport happen and the individual young people benefiting from Sportivate, one of the official London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic legacy programmes. 

The Awards will feature two separate categories:
· The Sportivate Project of the year :
This category celebrates Sportivate project providers/deliverers who are organising sport and inspiring young people to change their sporting behaviour and become active.
· The Sportivate Participant of the year 
The category celebrates the positive impact that Sportivate and sport are making to individual young people across the country. 
Eligibility

Sportivate Project of the Year
· The Sportivate project must have started after 1st April 2015 and was completed by 31st March 2016. 

Sportivate Participant of the Year

· The Sportivate participant of the year entrant must have agreed to have their story shared with media and must be willing to be interviewed if they are selected as one of the top three participants. 
· The Sportivate participant should have taken part in a Sportivate project that started after 1st April 2015 and was completed by 31st March 2016.
The Application Process

Each County Sport Partnership (CSP) can nominate only one Sportivate project and up to three participants for the separate categories. Entrants should demonstrate how they successfully meet the criteria, as detailed in the ‘Tips for Completing the Nomination Forms’ section. Project nominations can score a maximum of 20 points while individual nominations can score a maximum of 15 points. 
From the nominations, an expert panel comprising of representatives from the CSPn CYP group and Sport England will choose an outstanding Sportivate project and participant from each region in the country. 
Each regional winner will be presented with a trophy in recognition of their achievements. CSPs whose projects feature as a regional winner will receive a template press release and will be encouraged to publicise their winners in August/September 2016. Any events held by CSPs in support of regional winners may be attended by Sport England colleagues depending on availability.

The top three regional Sportivate award nominees will attend an awards ceremony to be held in London in October 2016 where they will be presented with the Gold, Silver and Bronze awards. 

Sport England will cover same-day travel expenses for national finalists and a CSP representative attending the national awards ceremony in London. All bookings will be made by CSPs who will then invoice Sport England for the necessary costs. Further details will be provided when the three national finalists are notified.

How to submit a nomination for Sportivate Project and/or Participant of the Year

Nomination forms must be submitted by nominees to their respective CSP.
