Tips for Completing the Sportivate 

Participant of the Year Nomination Form

Nominations should be submitted using the Participant of the Year nomination form along with its attached consent/permission form. Nominations will be assessed on how they demonstrate that Sportivate and sport has had a positive impact and helped to change the young person’s life for the better.

Please note that each section on the nomination form has an allotted word count which must be adhered to. Marks will be deducted from the nomination overall score during the assessment process where the word count is exceeded.

Question 1 - Why are you nominating your participant as the Sportivate participant of the year? (10 Points)

Nominations should provide a brief description of the young person and how the Sportivate project and sport has positively impacted on their life. This should include a description that shows that the young person comes from the correct target group i.e. that they were not participating regularly in sport before the project, and that they have continued to participate regularly after the project.

Please explain:

· How the participant is exceptional

· How they have changed as a result of getting involved in sport

· Any challenges they have overcome

Nominations for the participant of the year may include a young person who:

· has changed their sporting behaviour due to Sportivate  
· was inactive but recognised the benefits of sport as a motivation to become active

· was unhappy or lacked confidence and has found self-belief through sport 
· has used sport to meet people like them and developed a supportive social network 

· having shown a talent for the sport, has progressed on to the talent pathway 

· was inspired by the sessions and has become a leader/mentor/coach

· may have been involved in crime/on the verge of crime and turned their life around

· has found a sport that suits them having come from an inactive/irregularly active background 
Question 2 - What was the project that the participant attended? What did it do to attract the young person’s attention and keep them coming back? (5 Points)
