Tips for Completing the Sportivate Project of the Year Nomination Form

Nominations should be submitted using the Project of the Year nomination form. The nomination form is your opportunity to tell us how and why the Sportivate project was a success.  Projects should demonstrate their innovation and how they have made a difference to the activity levels of young people who were previously inactive. 
Please note that each section on the nomination form has an allotted word count which must be adhered to. Marks will be deducted from the nomination overall score during the assessment process where the word count is exceeded.

Question 1 – Bring your project to life
Nominations should provide a brief introduction about the project, explaining why it is exceptional and any other exciting information such as examples of outstanding coaches, inspirational participants, overcoming challenges and unusual elements of delivery. 

Question 2 - How have you sustained young people in sport?  (5 Points)
Nominations should demonstrate what has been done to make sure young people have kept on taking part and why has it worked.
· How has the deliverer/provider ensured that the project is sustainable and that participants are then transferred into appropriate exit routes?

· What has the deliverer/provider done to make it easier for the participants to carry on playing?

Question 3 - How did you reach young people and encourage them to complete the sessions? (5 Points) 

Nominations should demonstrate how they reached young people and ensured that they completed weekly coaching sessions and why their approach worked.
· How has the deliverer/provider ensured that as many participants as possible attend and continue to attend sessions? 

· How has the deliverer/provider made it convenient for young people to take part?

Question 4 - How did you target inactive young people? (5 Points) 

Nominations must describe how they reached inactive young people
· How has the deliverer/provider targeted inactive young people?

· Did the deliverer/provider consider activities that met the needs of the young people?

Question 5 – What has been the wider impact of the project? (5 Points)

Nominations should explain how the project has had a wider impact. Examples of demonstrating wider impact may include:

Youth Personalities/Youth Insight;

· Has the project understood the behaviours and attitudes of the young people and reflected this in their project delivery?

Working with hard to reach young people i.e. women and girls or older age groups, from Sportivate target participants;

· Has the project targeted a particular group of participants? If so how did the deliverer/provider engage and market the programme?

Partnership working;

· Has the project engaged new partners in Sportivate? Who did they involve and how did they involve them?
