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GENERAL INFORMATION

The purpose of this risk assessment is to identify the hazards associated with the Toughest Challenge 2023.
The assessment will try to identify the range of hazards and offer suitable and sufficient control measures that are reasonably practicable to remove the original hazard.

The Toughest Challenge is organised by Together Active in partnership with School Games Organisers (SGO’s) Susie Stinton, Chris Wood, Hannah Ward, Rosa Wakeham, James Austin, Jim Tipper, Zoe Harp and Vicki Lightfoot. The event is covered by Together Active’s Public Liability Insurance. 

The Toughest Challenge event will take place on Tuesday 4th July at Chasewater Residential and Activity Centre from 9.30-3.30pm.

There will also be a Build Up Day to the event on Tuesday 16th May at Stafford Manor High School from 1-4pm. 

At all times each of the events will be supervised by a competent person.

The School Games Organisers (SGO’s) listed above will ensure, as far as is reasonably practicable, the health, safety and welfare of the pupils on the 16th May. On the 4th July Peak Activity Services Limited will be responsible for the health, safety and welfare of the pupils.
Schools within Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent will take part in the Toughest Challenge. Each school will be required to register their team.  The schools will be required to bring a copy of pupil’s names, details of any medical conditions that they may have, and also emergency contact numbers. These details will be kept with the lead teacher of each team.

This risk assessment has been compiled by the Event Manager, Camilla Denham-White. Throughout the event the Event Manager and other staff will determine if there are any alterations to be made to the assessment or new control measures to be implemented. Information gathered from previous events will influence the contents of the assessment for future events of this nature.

FIRST AID
16th May- Each school is responsible for the First Aid of their own team at any of the events.
4th July- Peak Activity Services Limited will be responsible for First Aid at Chasewater Activity Centre.
FIRE PRECAUTIONS
The fire evacuation procedures that are in place at the Stafford Manor High School and Chasewater Activity Centre will be used to evacuate participants and spectators in case of an emergency. All employees at the venue are fully aware of the evacuation procedures and undertake fire drills on a regular basis.  When setting up the event on 16th May, the SGO’s and Event Manager will be required to check that the relevant fire exits are unlocked and unobstructed.
SETTING UP THE EVENT
The SGO’s will be responsible for setting up the equipment for the ‘Build Up Day’ on 16th May at Stafford Manor High School. The SGO’s will update any risk assessments on 16th May if and where needed. Peak Activity Services Limited will set up the equipment on 4th July for the Toughest Challenge.
